The Residences at Atlantis

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The DeckHouses of The Ritz-Carlton

A new addition to The Ritz-Carlton in 2008, the
DeckHouses are unusual properties, even for the
Caribbean. The 19 homes lie in a latticework of
water canals near The Ritz-Carlton, and residents
literally will be able to step from their properties
onto their boats.
